Police were called to the scene of a shoplifting but the person had left prior to police arrival. The store owner knew the 
person involved and did not wish to prosecute because the person has mental health issues. The Police Officer also 
knew the person involved and his history of mental illness. The person lives outside of town and the Loudoun County 
Sheriff’s Office became involved to do a welfare check on this person. Contact was made with the person who was in 
crisis.
