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KEY SERVICE CHANGES 

Per the Governor’s Executive Order 55: 

 All public or private gatherings, indoor or outdoor, are limited to 10 individuals, except 

members of same household or businesses authorized to remain open (i.e. grocery stores, 

pharmacies, etc.) 
 Individuals should respect social distance of 6 feet in shared indoor or outdoor spaces, 

except members of same household or caretakers. 
 Individuals should remain at their place of residence except for the following: obtaining 

food, services, etc. allowed under EO 53; seeking medical, social, or emergency services; 

visiting or taking care of family or animals; child custody agreements; outdoor exercise 

activities (providing social distancing); traveling to and from work, place of worship, or 

educational institution; volunteering with charity organization; or in fear of health or 

safety.
